Lead-Based Paint Disclosure Addendum to Lease

I. Lead Warning Statement
Every lessee of any interest in residential property on which a residential dwelling was built prior to 1978 is notified that such property may present exposure to lead from lead-based paint that may place young children at risk of developing lead poisoning. Lead poisoning in young children may produce permanent neurological damage, including learning disabilities, reduced intelligence quotient, behavior problems and impaired memory. Lead poisoning also poses a particular risk to pregnant women. The lessor of any interest in residential property is required to disclose to the lessee the presence or absence of any lead-based paint and/or lead-based paint hazards. A comprehensive lead inspection or risk assessment for possible lead-based paint and/or lead-based paint hazards is recommended prior to lease.

II. Lessor Disclosure

___  The lessor has given the tenant the following information:

The Philadelphia Department of Public Health has determined that most housing built in Philadelphia before 1978 contains dangerous lead paint. The property was built before 1978. Therefore, without a comprehensive lead inspection, conducted by a certified lead inspector, showing there is not lead paint or there is not lead-based paint hazards, you can assume that this property contains lead-based paint.

B) The Lessor has told the tenant about all information they have about lead-based paint and/or lead-based hazards in the housing. If available, the lessor has also given copies of all records and reports about lead-based paint and/or lead-based paint hazards (if available, list records and reports below.)

III. Lessee Option to Test for Lead

The Lessee has the option to have a lead inspection or lead risk assessment. The lessee will have to pay for the test.


If the lessee chooses to have a lead inspection or risk assessment, it must be done within 10 days of receiving this information. The lessee and the lessor can agree in writing to a different period of time. The lead inspection or risk assessment must be done by ____________ (Insert date 10 days after this disclosure or other agreed upon date.)


If the lead inspection or lead assessment finds lead-based paint or lead-based paint hazards, the lessee can end the lease within two (2) business days after receiving the report. All money paid to the lessor will be returned to the lessee.
